The Internal and External Auditors Reports are circulated and
points raised are addressed.

12 Review of the Council’s and/or staff subscriptions to other bodies, ie KALC
The Parish Council reviewed its subscription to KALC and agreed that it is very happy to continue with its
membership.

13 Review of the Council’s Complaints Procedure
The Parish Council reviewed the Complaints procedure and agreed no changes are necessary.
